LICENSING SUB-COMMIITTEE – SUMMARY OF DECISIONS
Licensing Sub-Committee – Thursday 23 April 2015 10.00am
Vinoteca, 53 – 55 Beak Street, W1F (West End/West End Stress Area) – 

An application for a variation of the premises licence to allow for up to 15 customers to consume alcohol in designated areas up until 22:30 hours without it being ancillary to a meal.  The Applicant wished to apply for the variation so that some customers could enjoy the extensive wine menu that the premises was becoming well known for without having to have a meal too. The Applicant also contended that it would clear any confusion on their existing licence where customers may be drinking alcohol whilst waiting for a table to dine and also in situations where they subsequently decide not to eat.  Environmental Health had made a representation on policy grounds and advised that the model pool of conditions allowed an interpretation that customers could drink alcohol whilst waiting to be seated for dining. Residents raised concerns that the current premises licence was not being correctly adhered to and to fears that the variation would exacerbate cumulative impact. 

The Sub-Committee refused the application. Members considered that the premises’ reputation for providing fine wines would make it a destination venue and encourage more customers to the premises with the primary intention of consuming alcohol.  As the premises was located in a stress area, this would adversely affect cumulative impact.  The Sub-Committee also added that the conditions of the variation would be hard to enforce if granted.

Daylesford Organic, 6-8 and 10a Blandford Street, W1U (Marylebone High Street Ward/not in stress area) – Application for a café and restaurant with retail shop facility.  The proposed hours for licensable activities included sale of alcohol 08:00 to 00:00 Monday to Saturday and Sunday 10:00 to 23:30 and late night refreshment 23:00 to 00:00 Monday to Saturday and 23:00 to 23:30 Sunday.  The Applicant had agreed a number of conditions with Environmental Health in the event the Sub-Committee was minded to grant the application, however a few conditions remained without full agreement in relation to on sales of alcohol, waste collection and delivery times.  Residents similarly expressed some concerns with regard to waste collection and delivery times and also the increased footfall that the application may attract.

The Sub-Committee granted the application with a condition that no deliveries of alcohol would take place between 23:00 and 08:00.  In respect of collection of waste, Members requested that the applicant seek to ensure that this takes place before 23:00 to help address residents’ concerns.  The Sub-Committee attached a condition that the Applicant agreed to that the terminal hour for off sales of alcohol  be  amended to 23:00 .  

ME Hotel, 335 Strand, WC2R – (St James’s Ward/not in stress area) –

An application for variation to remove off sales for the sale of alcohol on the 10th floor and reduce the permitted terminal hours for supply of alcohol on the south terrace of the 10th floor to 00:30 Monday to Sunday.  The Applicant had agreed all conditions imposed following an earlier review hearing on 16th October 2014, apart from a condition limiting the use of the area marked Terrace 1 on the plan to 22:30, which long term they wanted use of until 00:30.  The proposal was to operate the area until 23:30 until any noise nuisance was resolved.  The Applicant intended now to include the terrace area as part of the existing restaurant on the 10th floor and add some seating.  The Applicant also wished to undertake a number of works to prevent excessive noise to residential properties in the vicinity.  Environmental Health had met with the Applicant to discuss the intended works to help reduce noise from the terrace, however at this stage they were not in a position to be able to confirm that the intended works would be sufficiently effective.  A local resident objected to the variation as she believed that the conditions imposed after the review had considerably reduced noise nuisance.  She had continued to experience issues from the premises operating under the pre-review conditions as the review was subject to an appeal.

The Sub-Committee, in acknowledging that the review decision was due to go to appeal at the Magistrate’s Court, felt that it was inappropriate to change a decision that had already been made by another Licensing Sub-Committee and that the matter should be resolved at the appeal.  Furthermore, Environmental Health had stated that they could not confirm that the intended works would be effective in preventing noise nuisance to local residents.  In view of these issues, the Sub-Committee refused the variation.

Joe Jennings, 3 – 5 Wardour Street, W1 (West End) – 

Application for a new betting shop with standard opening hours of 07:00 to 22:00 Monday to Sunday. The Applicant company stated that they intended to open the premises from 08:00.  The Applicant company added that they had also sought to address specific local concerns in their application as well as the Gambling Commission’s three objectives. The Police had withdrawn their representation following the Applicant’s agreement to the conditions requested.  The Applicant had also indicated that they would be happy to include the proposed conditions suggested by the Licensing Authority.  Representatives of the Chinese Community Centre felt that there were already too many betting premises in the vicinity and that it would not benefit the area by having another one. They felt that betting premises were harmful to vulnerable members of the community and to some in the Chinese community, whilst fixed odd betting machines, such as B2 machines, were of particular concern.

The Sub-Committee granted the application with conditions as agreed with the Police and the Licensing Authority.  Members stated that although they shared concerns with residents about the impact of betting premises in the area generally, there had been no evidence to suggest that there were any specific concerns about whether the Applicant could comply with the requirements of the application or the objectivesand so under the presumption to grant set out in the Gambling Act the Sub-Committee approved the application.  The Sub-Committee also stated that the Chair of the main Licensing Committee was liaising with the Local Government Association and the likes of Manchester City Council on research into betting premises.
